1 The Department would emphasise that it is extremely important that pupils at post
primary school continue tbhave access to subject specialists and enjoy the full breadth
and balance of the curriculum.

fPostprimary schools should encourage pupils to keep their distance where and when
possible within capacity and delivery restraints. However, strict social disign
requirements have been relaxed between pupils in schools and should not be a barrier to
the delivery of practical subjects.

TPE is a compulsory element of the curriculum at both Key Stages 3 and 4. The Department
would envisage that from September aliildren will continue to have regular access to PE
within the curriculum.

fSchools are, encouraged where possible to consider whether they can configure classes to
maintain the same class grouping for all subjects in Yeafs 8

fFor Years 114 it is reeognised that a single consistent class group will not be possible.
Pupils will be in mixed classes based on their choice of courses. Schools should, however,
try to avoid prolonged indoor interactions between different year groups.
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We believe maintaining curriculum breadth is very important. While zoning is in place,
access to designated practical spaces will be reduced. We will aim to overcome this by:

Theory Focus in Practical Subjects at KS3

T Practical subjects will aim twver theoretical aspects of their course while access to
practical spaces is limited. There will be an opportunity for a blended learning approach,
where students wil/| be encouraged to create

Mobile Practicals in KS3
